NOTICE TO BIDDERS 
You are hereby instructed to include in your bids the following changes and/or corrections to the Drawings and 
Specifications for the Fine Arts Addition to Andale High School, Andale, Kansas. 
 
The additions and/or corrections shall be considered as a part of the Contract Documents as if 
incorporated therein.  Where the following corrections and/or additions vary from the conditions of the 
Drawings and Specifications, such following changes or additions shall govern. 
 
I. GENERAL CLARIFICATIONS: 

1.1 The bid date for general construction and separate contracts shall remain Friday, 
March 27, 2009. Time and place shall remain as specified.  

 
1.2 Please check our website for current plan holders lists and downloadable addendum 

information including addendum-issued drawings and documents. 
www.haarchitects.com via the "Information on Current Hanney & Associates 
Architects Bid Packages" link.  

 
1.3 Retainage on the Fine Arts Addition to Andale High School project will be held at a 

rate of 10% until the retained amount reaches $200,000.00 regardless of contract 
amount.  This amount will be held until substantial completion. Upon substantial 
completion the retained amount will be adjusted to reflect the costs associated with the 
completion of the punch list. 

 
1.4 This project is tax exempt. The school district will provide Tax Exempt Certificates 

for this project. Any statement that contradicts that shall be deleted. 
 
1.5 This project includes a FEMA 361 shelter – the new Band Room 

1.5.1 Full FEMA testing will be required. 
 
1.5.2 Application for FEMA grant monies has been made for both the Andale Fine 

Arts Addition and an upcoming project in Garden Plain.  Formal approval has 
not been awarded at this time.  Work on the FEMA portion of the building can 
not begin until this approval has been received. 

 
1.6 Separate Bids – Wood Flooring and Lockers include bids for both the Andale Fine 

Arts Addition and the upcoming Garden Plain Gym.  General Contractors bidding the 
Andale Fine Arts Addition will not have any work or coordination required for the 
Garden Plain project. 
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 1.7 Exit Passageway 
  The General Contractor shall construct a gypsum wallboard and metal stud enclosure 

above the suspended ceiling, encasing the mechanical drops from the roof top unit and 
all ductwork crossing the passageway.  Refer to sheet M2.1.  The top of the enclosures 
shall be sealed to the metal deck with a detail similar to XHEN shown on A1.0. The 
construction shall be compliant with 1-hour construction.  This is not necessary for the 
Base Bid – only for Alternate 1. 

 
 1.8 Commons 
  The electrical contractor will be relocating a bank of switches and a clock from an 

existing wall that will be demo’d to open into the curved hallway.  Refer to the 
electrical drawings for the new location.  The General Contractor shall include in their 
base bid the costs required to patch, repair and finish the walls as required. 

 
II. CHANGES TO THE DRAWINGS: 
 

2.1 Drawings Issued: 
 Several full sized drawings are being issued with this addendum. These may be 

downloaded via our website and sets will be printed out for general contractors to pick 
up at the office of the Architect on or after 3/20/09 (Please call before coming). 

 
 2.1.1 Architectural sheets SP-4, A1.8, A3.8, A6.5 are issued with this addendum.  

Sheet A2.5 has a revision adding two additional clouds.  This sheet will be 
posted to our web site plan room. 

 
2.1.2 Architectural sheets A2.5, A3.4, A4.4, and A4.5 have been updated to clarify 

the auditorium finishes and are reissued with this addendum. 
 

2.1.3 Garden Plain High School - Architectural sheet A1.5 is issued only on the web 
page for the Wood Flooring bidders. 

 
2.2 Sheet SP-1 

2.2.1 Both the 4” water line and the 6” fire line are existing. 
 

2.3 Sheet SP-2 
2.3.1 The underground storm water drainage, flume and head wall shall be included 

in the Base Bid.  Please note that this work is not shown on sheet SP-4, but 
shall be included in the General Contractors Base Bid. 

 
2.4 Sheet SP-3  

  2.4.1 Detail 17, the detail on the accessible ramp shall be corrected to be 3/SP-3. 
 
  2.4.2 Detail 18, the detail on the accessible ramp shall be corrected to be 3/SP-3. 
 

2.5 Sheet SP-4 
2.5.1 SP-4 is issued with this addendum. 
 
2.5.2 The underground drainage, flume and head wall shown on SP-2 shall be 

included in the General Contractors Base Bid. 
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 2.6 Sheet D1.1 
  2.6.1 String of notes, left side of floor plan, the note above and closest to the curved 

hallway directs the General Contractor to remove the (4) existing short precast 
wall segments.  This note shall be corrected to leave them in place for both the 
Base Bid and all Alternates. 

 
  2.6.2 On the west side of the existing gym are (4) light poles shown.  The North two 

shall remain and the South two shall be removed.  This correction should 
match the scope of work shown in the electrical drawings. 

 
 2.7 Sheet D1.2 
  2.7.1 The photo location indicators for 3 and 4 are shown on the plan with circles, 

indicating something on the window. This shall be corrected to be arrows in 
lieu of the circles, since the soffits are located directly below the circles. 

 
  2.7.2 Description of work on Photos 3 and 4 specify a “saw” texture for the new 

plaster soffits.  This shall be corrected to be “sand” texture. 
 
 2.8 Sheet A1.0 

2.8.1 Wall types A1.0, A.10, A.11, and A.14, shall be corrected to indicate a “vapor 
barrier” located just behind the interior sheet of gypsum wallboard. 

 
 2.9 Sheet A1.1 

2.9.1 Auditorium Lobby A117, there is an elevation indicator pointing at the ticket 
windows that is incorrect.  The bubble shall be corrected to be detail 4/A3.2. 

 
2.9.2 There is a “B4” wall type that extends East-West (using plan north), located in 

the middle of the upper seating section.  This wall shall be clarified to be 
concrete, wall type “C5” to match the structural details (11/S5.2). 

 
2.9.3 Door opening A106c shall be changed to be a pair of 3’-0” doors.  The door, 

frame and hardware shall be compliant with the requirements of FEMA 361. 
 

2.9.4 Stair A108 and Stage Entry A109 both have plumbing lines feeding cabinet 
heaters (refer to M1.1). The vertical risers of these lines shall be furred in and 
finished to match the adjacent walls. 

 
2.9.5 There are two A105b doors in the band room.  The door closest to A106b 

(entrance from the Exit Passageway) this opening shall be corrected to be 
A105e. 

 
2.10 Sheet A1.4 
 2.10.1 The hatch shown in the existing parking area, lower right-hand corner, 

indicates the existing paving that is to be cut and removed by the General 
Contractor in the base bid to allow the plumbing contractor to install the new 
sewer and manhole (base bid).  The General Contractor shall be responsible 
for filling the trench and compaction after the sewer has been installed. The 
Paving Contractor shall approve the back fill /compaction, then replace the 
paving and curb (to match and align with the existing). 

 
 2.10.2 The door exiting the Auditorium into the Exit Passageway is incorrectly 

shown as A109b.  This shall be corrected to be A111b. 
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 2.10.3 The overhead door from the stage to the Exit Passageway is incorrectly shown 
as A110b.  This shall be corrected to be A112b. 

 
 2.10.4 The door from the stage to the Exit Passageway is incorrectly shown as 

A110a.  This shall be corrected to be A112a. 
 
 2.10.5 The Stage is incorrectly identified as A110.  This shall be corrected to be 

A112. 
 
 2.10.6 The corridor north of the toilet rooms has pairs of doors at each end.  Both 

pairs are identified as B100a.  The exterior door shall be B100a and the 
interior door shall be B100b. 

 
 2.10.7 The door B100b shall swing into Corridor B100 in lieu of the Exit 

Passageway. 
 

 2.10.8 Door A106b shall be corrected to be a pair of 3’ doors. 
 
 2.10.9 Doors A124a and B100a shall have magnetic hold opens. 
 
 2.10.10 The wall behind the pair of sinks (south wall of B109) shall be furred out.  

Wall type similar to B-7, to the bottom of the window.  The furred out portion 
shall extend to just above the finished ceiling on both sides of the window (for 
the width even with the CMU wall below). 

 
 2.10.11 Storage Room B113 and Janitor B1104 both have a roof drain leader (refer to 

M1.3).  These lines shall be furred in similar to detail 1/A3.5. 
 
2.11 Sheet A1.5 
 2.11.1 The overhead door shown in the Stage shall be corrected to be A112b in lieu 

of A112a as shown. 
 
 2.11.2 Where clearstory windows “H” and “K” connect, is incorrectly identified as 

detail 14/A3.8 and shall be corrected to be 11/A3.8. 
 
2.12 Sheet A1.6 
 2.12.1 The seating on tiers L1, L-1, L-2, L-3, L-4, L-5 and L13 shall be clarified to 

be floor mounted.  Two banks of seats on the wings of L10 shall be floor 
mounted. 

 
 2.12.2 The seating on tiers L2, L3, L4, L5, and L6 are riser mounted to concrete 

risers. 
 
 2.12.3 The seating on tiers L7, L8, L9, L10 (part), L11, and L12 are riser mounted to 

steel risers. Two banks of seating on the wings of L10 are floor mounted. 
 
2.13 Sheet A1.7 
 2.13.1 The note just above detail 2-Curved Wall Layout, specifies the General 

Contractor to include the costs to hire a surveyor to layout the curve.  It is not 
necessary to layout the existing condition.  No special layout should be 
necessary.  Layout normally used shall remain. 
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2.14 Sheet A2.1 
 2.14.1 Roof Plan – 
  a. The new roof hatch shown on Roof 14 shall be deleted. This is an 

opening into the FEMA 361 shelter, which would not work.  
 
  b. The south wall of Roof 14 shall extend to the stage.  It is now drawn 

with an opening where it meets Roof 15.  This will match the details 
shown on the structural drawing 

 
2.15 Sheet A2.4 
 2.15.1 Reflected Ceiling Plan – North Hall A116 and South Hall A117 shows 2 x 4 

suspended ceiling. This shall be corrected to be 2 x 2.  The lighting shall be 
corrected to match what is shown on the electrical drawings. 

 
 2.15.2 The lighting in Equipment A113 and Uniform Storage A119 shall be 

corrected to match that shown on the electrical drawings. 
 
2.16 Sheet A2.5 
 2.16.1 There will be two additional cloud segments added to cover the catwalk 

segments that extend back toward the stage.  The drawing has been revised 
and is posted to our web site. 

 
2.17 Sheet A3.5 
 2.17.1 Frame Type “A” shall be corrected to make provisions for the 8’-0” brick 

wainscot.  This will create a 6” knotch from the finished floor up to the 
horizontal tube (just above the doors). The curtainwall will remain full width 
above the tube as shown. 

 
2.18 Sheet A3.6 
 2.18.1 Detail 25 is not used. 
 
2.19 Sheet A3.7 
 2.19.1 Detail 12 – Special Brick, this profile was drawn for the sill detail 25/A3.6 

that is not used.  This special brick however shall be modified to make the 45 
degree transition from the Auditorium wall back to exit doors A109a, A111a, 
and A111b.  Refer to 6/A3.8. 

 
2.20 Sheet A4.1 
 2.20.1 Elevation “A”, the pair of doors are both labeled A124a.  The door on the 

right shall be corrected to be A124b. 
 
2.21 Sheet A4.3 
 2.21.1 Elevation “A”, there shall be a “J” window located above door opening 

B118b.  This window shall be similar to those shown on Sheet A4.2, 
Elevation “A”. 

 
 2.21.2 Detail 1, the top of the beam shall be 13’-10” above finished floor. 

 
 2.22 Sheet A4.6 
  2.22.1 The roof hatch and rood access ladder shown shall be deleted.  We can not 

have this into the FEMA 31 storm shelter area.
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III. CHANGES TO THE SPECIFICATIONS: 
 

3.1 Section 00300 – Special Conditions 
3.1.1 Paragraphs 34 – Temporary Lighting and Power; and 38 – Temporary Water & Sewer, 

the services shall be extended from the existing structure without application for new 
service.  The Owner will be responsible for paying for these utilities. 

 
3.1.2 Paragraph 54 – Site Drainage 

The General Contractor shall be responsible for submitting the NOI, and should submit 
with the drawing prepared by Ruggles and Bohm (issued with a previous addendum). 

 
3.2 Section 02821 – Chain-Link Fences and Gates 

3.2.1 Item number 1.2B mentions a unit price for each gate. This shall be deleted as there is not 
a unit price for gates with this in the project. 

 
3.3 Section 03300 – Concrete 

3.3.1 Concrete mix – can include the use of fly ash.  The use of fly ash shall be limited to not 
exceed 20 percent of cement content by weight. 

 
3.4 Section 04200 – Masonry  

3.4.1 Item number 4.3 Burnished Concrete Masonry. The color selection for the burnished 
block shall be equal to color 219 – Allspice, group “C”, Ultra Burnished Masonry Units 
as manufactured by Premier Block Corporation. 

 
3.5 Section 07510 – Modified Asphalt Bituminous Roofing 

3.5.1 This project is an addition to the existing building; the existing building has a 20-year 
warranty with Tamko.  In order to maintain this warranty, the new work must be 
completed by only roofers approved by Tamko.  Refer to paragraph 6.1.3. 

 
3.5.2 GAF is not an approved roofing supplier for this project. 

 
3.6 Section 07700 – Moisture Protection 

3.6.1 Paragraph 4 – Waterproofing & Sealing Brick 
a. The brick and the new precast concrete shall be sealed.  The materials shall be 

compliant for the substraight that is to receive the treatment. 
 
b. Sure Klean Weather Seal Silozane PD as manufactured by ProScoCo, Inc. is an 

approved sealant material. 
 

3.7 Section 08700 – Finish Hardware 
3.7.1 The hardware is a separate bid directly to the owner and will be provided to the General 

Contractor for installation.  The schedule of hardware has been issued with addendum 1 
so the scope of work can be identified. 

 
3.8 Section 08800 – Glass & Glazing 
 3.8.1 Firelite glass shall be added to the schedule of Glass types. 
  Glass Type 12: Firelite glass as manufactured by Technical Glass Products,  
  (800) 426-0279 phone. Glass and assembly shall be fire-rated equal to the 60-minute 

(Drama classroom off the Exit Passageway). 
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3.9 Section 09520 – Acoustical Treatment 
 3.9.1 Paragraph 3 – Materials, item 3.2 Acoustical Wall Panels 
  a. The description “in Hallways” shall be deleted. 
 
  b. The thickness shall be ¾” thick. 
 
  c. The width is 4’ as noted, the height varies, refer to A4.4 issued with this 

addendum.  The panels shall be spaced with 24” +/- between them. 
 
3.10 Section 09550 – Wood Flooring (Separate Contract) 

3.10.1 Horner is an approved wood flooring supplier.  The systems and material specification 
are not changed by this approval.  

 
3.10.2 This separate bid includes the stage for the Andale High School and the new wood floor 

for the Garden Plain High School.  General Contractors bidding the Andale Fine Arts 
Addition will have no work or coordination associated with the Garden Plain project.  
The Garden Plain project will be issued to G.C.’s in the next 30-days. 

 
3.10.3 Paragraph 2 – work Included, item 2.1 shall be corrected to include “yellow” pine. 
 
3.10.4 Paragraph 4 – Discription, item 4.3, the material shall be corrected to be ¾” thick, yellow 

pine, tounge/groove edges, installed per the details 17 and 18 on sheet A6.7.  The finish 
shall remain “black”.  The installation of the plywood shall remain at 45 degress to the 
finished floor, the thickness of the plywood shall be ¾”. 

 
3.10.5 Paragraph 7, Materials, Item 7.1 (d) Treating – Shall be deleted. “Woodlife F” is not 

required, and shall be deleted. 
 

3.11 Section 09900 – Painting 
3.11.1 Paragraph 13 – Interior Materials, item “G – Concrete Floor” shall be deleted. 

 
3.12 Section 10000 – Furnishings and Special Equipment 

3.12.1 Item 10.1 B: Rehman Custom Flags originally specified is not bidding for the custom 
banners. Other approved manufacturers are:

3.12.2 Paragraph 7 – Projection Screens 
a. The projection screens shall be included in Alternate 1 by the General 

Contractor. 
 
b. The General Contractor shall mount the screens to the top of the marker boards in 

lieu of ceiling mount.  The ceilings in the new classrooms are too tall to work 
properly. 
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3.13 Section 10425 – Interior Signage 

3.13.1 Paragraph 2 – Work Included, the reference to Colwich Elementary School shall be 
deleted.  

 
3.13.2 Interior signage is to be provided by the General Contractor in both the Base Bid and 

Alternate 1.  Refer to sheet A3.1. Room Finished Schedule. 
 

3.14 Section 11200 – Miscellaneous Electronics 
3.14.1 Paragraph 2.3 – Projectors and Screens, item 2.3.2 Projection Screens shall be deleted.  

The projection screens are by the General Contractor and included in Alternate 1. 
 
IV. CHANGES TO THE MECHANICAL: 
 

4.1 Section 15411 - Water Distribution 
4.1.1 Item 2.3 Fittings:  Press Fittings are an acceptable alternative to soldered fittings.  Copper 

press fittings shall conform to the material and sizing requirements of ASME B16.18 or 
ASME B16.23.  O-rings for copper press fittings shall be EPDM. 

 
4.2 Section 15420 - Drainage and Vent Systems  

4.2.1 Item 2.3, Paragraph B: Change ASTM D2729 to ASTM D-1784, D-1785 or D-2665. 
 
4.3 Section 15830 - Terminal Units 

4.3.1 Item 2.1.   Fan Powered Terminal Units:  Add Kreuger to the list of manufacturers. 
 
4.3.2 Item 2.2 Variable Air Volume Terminal Units:  Add Kreuger to the list of manufacturers. 

 
4.4 Drawing Sheet M1.2, Plumbing/Piping Plan – Upper Level:   

4.4.1 The bladder type expansion tank shown in Prop Storage A200 is to be a 68 gallon tank.  
The tank is to be equal to Amtrol Model WX-404-C Well-X-Trol ASME commercial 
water system tank with heavy duty Butyl/EPDM ANSI/NFS 61 diaphram and 
polypropylene liner. 

 
4.5 Drawing Sheet M1.3 

4.5.1  General Note No. 1:  Omit Trap Guard.  Floor drains shall be provided with trap primers 
per Detail 6/M3.1 and specifications. 

 
4.6 Drawing Sheet M2.1, HVAC Plan 

4.6.1 Lower Level:  Add fire dampers per the enclosed partial revised plan. 
 
4.7 Drawing Sheet M2.2, HVAC Plan 

4.7.1 Upper Level:  See the enclosed revised partial plans. 
 
4.8 Drawing Sheet M2.3   

4.8.1 See the enclosed revised partial Existing Boiler Room Plan. 
 
4.9 Drawing Sheet M3.1 

4.9.1 Omit Detail 5:  Floor Drain with Trap Guard. 
 
4.10 Drawing Sheet M4.2 

4.10.0 See the enclosed revised Pump Schedule. 
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4.11 Drawing Sheet M5.1 - Temperature Controls 
4.11.1 See the enclosed revised detail, Single Zone RTU Control. 

 
4.12 Drawing Sheet M5.2-Temperature Controls   

4.12.1 See the enclosed new detail, Radiant Floor Heating. 
 
V. CHANGES TO THE ELECTRICAL: 
 

5.1 The smoke detector symbol shown on RTU-A1, RTU-A2, RTU-A3, RTU-A4, RTU-A5, and 
ERV-A1 on Sheets E2.1, E2.2, and E2.3 shall be changed to a duct smoke detector symbol.  
Reference Sheet E1.0 and associated General Note 11. See Sheet E2.3 attached for an example. 

 
5.2 Add GFCI duplex countertop receptacle and associated circuiting in Women B103 and Men 

B105.  See Sheet E2.3 attached. 
 
5.3 Added receptacles and associated circuiting for equipment in Drama/Stagecraft B106.  See Sheet 

E2.3 attached. 
 
5.4 Circuit L1E:38 shall be changed from “AUDITORIUM EMERGENCY LTG” to “WOMEN 

B103/MEN B105 RECEPT” in the panel schedule on Sheet E1.5.  See Sheet E2.3 attached for 
location of circuit. 

 
5.6 Circuit LIE: 2 shall be changed from “DRAMA B106 TABLE SAW” to “DRAMA B106 

WASHFOUNTAIN” in the panel schedule on Sheet E1.5.  Add the following circuits with 20A. 
1P. breakers to panel L1E on Sheet E1.5.  See Sheet E2.3 attached for locations of circuits. 
L1E:96  DRAMA B106 RECEPT 
L1E:98  DRAMA B106 RECEPT 
L1E:100 DRAMA B106 TABLE SAW 

 
5.7 “HE”, “S6”, “S7”, and “S8” fixtures listed in the Lighting Fixture Schedule on Sheet E1.1 shall 

be black in color.   
 
5.8 “EC” fixtures in Auditorium A111 shall be field painted to match the wall finish.  All “EC” 

fixtures elsewhere shall be white.   
 
5.9 Delete (3) “S3” fixtures and associated circuiting from North Vomitory A110 and South 

Vomitory A114 in Auditorium.  Relocate (2) “S3” fixtures to proscenium opening angled wall on 
each side.  See Sheet E3.1 attached. 

 
5.10 Existing 1/6 HP domestic hot water pump is being replaced with new ½ HP pump by M.C.  E.C. 

shall reconnect existing wiring and fustat to new pump.  Provide new larger fuse in fustat as 
necessary per manufacturer’s recommendations for the new larger pump.  See Sheet E2.0 
attached. 

 
5.11 All “S5” fixtures shall be mounted on the east side of the catwalk so they are facing the stage in 

lieu of the west side currently shown on the plans.  All of the “S5” fixtures shall be controlled by 
one dimmer switch at the catwalk entrance in lieu of two.  This dimmer switch shall be three-way 
switched with a new three-way piloted switch located at the entrance to Stair A108.  Piloted 
switch shall be labeled “CATWALK LIGHTS”.  See Sheet E3.1 attached for pilot switch 
location. 

 
5.12 Relocate two magnetic hold opens from door A121d to door A125a on sheet E2.1/E2.3.
