NOTICE TO BIDDERS
You are hereby instructed to include in your bids the following changes and/or corrections to the
Drawings and Specifications for the St. Mark’s Charter School Remodel in St. Mark’s, Kansas.

The additions and/or corrections shall be considered as a part of the Contract Documents as if
incorporated therein. Where the following corrections and/or additions vary from the
conditions of the Drawings and Specifications, such following changes or additions shall
govern.

l. GENERAL CLARIFICATIONS:
1.1  The bid date shall remain Friday, October 31, 2008. Bid Time for separate
contracts shall remain unchanged.

1.2 The “pre-engineered awning” referred to on sheet A4.1 shall be equal to
Lightline Canopies by Feeney Architectural Products, 1-800-888-2418 (contact
- David Jablonski). The canopy shall be 29-5” in length with a 4’-7”
cantilever, made up of (1) starter unit, model 9016-FRS (9’-5” length) and (5)
modules, model 9017-FRS (4°-0” each). The canopy material is frosted, U.V.
resistant acrylic. The General Contractor shall install.

1.3 Saw cutting of the existing paving shall be by the General Contractor.

1.4 The paving for the service drive is defined on sheet C2.1. The main drive is
asphalt, which leads up to an area of 8” reinforced concrete. All of the
pavement is by the paving contractor. The sidewalks and sidewalk ramp are by
the General Contractor. The note on Code 2 that the drive is concrete is
incorrect, and shall match the notes on C2.1.

1.5  Drawing A6.3 has been revised and reissued with this addendum as A6.3R.

1.6 The extent of the glass block is defined on sheet A7.4, issued with addendum
3. Refer to sections 13 and 14 with elevation nubmer 7.

1.7  The lockers specified for the kitchen on sheet A3.1 are shown on A6.5 in
storage room B102 (but not labeled). There are two full height lockers with a
coat rod between them. These shall be provided by the General Contractor,
refer to specification Section 10510 issued with this addendum.

References to slatwall in the trophy cases shall be deleted. The only slat wall
on this project is on the ends of several library shelving units, which is
provided by the Furnishings Contractor.

The grading for the Paving Alternate 2 - Detention Pond shall be clarified to be
by the General Contractor. This work will be added by acceptance of a new
alternate —Alternate 7. The General Contractors bid form will be revised and
posted on our web page.

The electrical contractor shall reveiw the wiring diagrams included with the
hardware specifications and include the labor and materials necessary for a
complete installation.

1. CHANGES TO THE SPECIFICATIONS

2.1  Section 01030- Alternates
2.1.1 Alternate 8 — Rooms scheduled to receive carpet.
This alternate considers the credit if the base bid flooring materials specified is
changed to F11 in all areas with the following exceptions. 1.) The risers in the
media center shall remain with specified carpet. 2.)The architect has the option to
select 2 different colors for project. 3) Carpet has unitary backing with 20Ib tuft
bind in lieu of action back. 4) Carpet patterns E and F on sheet A3.2 with F11
carpet.
2.2  Section 07000 — Moisture Protection
2.2.1 Item 6 — Water Stop, this will not be used on this project and can be
deleted.
2.2.2 Item 7 — Surface Applied Waterproofing behind brick on the precast,
these walls are well protected and this process can be deleted.
2.3 Section 08700 — Hardware, in addendum 1 addressed the hardware will be bid
and purchased by the Owner for both Colwich and St. Marks. The General
Contractor will only be required to provide installation of the Owner provided
hardware on the St. Marks project.
2.4  Section 08330 — Coiling Doors
2.4.1 The sizes of the (2) doors shall be clarified to be as follows:
Opening B106¢ 12°-0” wide x 5°-0” tall.
Opening b106d 4’-0” wide x 5’-0” tall.
2.5  Section 10000 - Furnishings and Special Equipment
2.5.1 Wall Carpet —item 7 is provided and installed by the General
Contractor.
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2.6 Section 10510 — Lockers
2.6.1 This section was omitted from the specifications. There are (2) lockers located in
the Kitchen Storage Room C102, connected by a coat rod. This specification
section is only posted on line. The cost of the lockers and coat rod (materials and
installation) shall be included in the General Contractors base bid.

2.7 Section 11200- Furnishings
2.7.1 Note 2.02 a, table series 08-14, double doubler, with standard edge. Provide and
install (6) units.

2.7.2 Note 2.02 d,3, table width 30”
2.7.3 Note 2.02 d,4, bench width 12”

2.7.4 Reception area lounge chairs and table will be included with alternate for library
lounge chairs in lieu of base bid. The new bid form will be issued shortly and
posted on haarchitects.com website

2.7.5 Request for approved equal to table #21 on library schedule, A6.8 is approved.
Moser #2L.145is an approved equal, size and height as noted on sheet A6.8.

2.7.6 Request for approved equal to lounge chair #23 on library schedule, A6.8 is
approved. National, Reno series is an approved equal, fabric grade: shall have 5
colors with pattern graphic and min 100,000 double rubs. Include optional grab
bar on back.

I1l.  CHANGES TO THE DRAWINGS
3.1  SheetC1.3
3.1.1 The sidewalk at the north by the service drive shall be corrected to be by the G.C.,
with the walk being 4” thick in lieu of 6” thick as noted.

3.2  SheetC2.1
3.2.1 The (4) new curb cut/approaches:
a. The earthwork and culvert pipes with tapered ends are by the General
Contractor — Base Bid.

b. The paving and stabilization are by the Paving Contractor.

3.1.2 When the General Contractor installs the new light poles in the existing parking
lot, the G.C. shall be responsible for the trenching and compaction required to
install. The paving contractor shall be responsible for patching back the asphalt
paving.

3.2.3 The concrete flume and valley gutter shall be by the Paving Contractor.
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3.2.4 The General Contractor shall include the grading for the new parking area
including the service drive in the base bid (to tolerances previously specified).
The grading for the detention pond shall be by the General Contractor, and added
to the project by acceptance of Alternate 7.

3.3  SheetAl2
3.3.1 Reflected Ceiling Plan, the note “awning”, west of door A102a, should be soffit.
Refer to wall section E/A5.1.

3.4  Sheet Al.3
3.4.1 The references to the removable posts for dividing the hallway shall be deleted.

3.4.2 The interior elevation mark in corridor B110 referencing sheet A6.5 is incorrect.
These elevations are not part of the drawings. The finishes shall be per the finish
schedule.

3.4.3 The interior elevation mark in LunchRoom B112 referencing sheet A6.5 is
incorrect. These elevations are not part of the drawings. The finishes shall be per
the finish schedule.

3.4.4 Room B118, the South and West walls shall be corrected to each show a Marker
board and Tack Board on each wall. The revised A6.3R issued with this
addendum reflects this change.

3.4.5 Floor Plan “B”, the detail plan reference for the kitchen area is shown as sheet
A6.6, this shall be changed to be A6.5.

35 Sheet A1.4
3.5.1 Room C103 the millwork for this room has been clarified on the sheets issued
with Addendum 3.

3.5.2 Room C104 correctly indicates marker board and tack board. The elevation on
A6.4R was revised to match this sheet.

3.6 Sheet A1.5
3.6.1 Room D104 the millwork has been clarified on sheet A6.4R issued with
addendum 3.

3.6.2 Room E100, there is a note for the G.C. to install new cabinet. This shall be
clarified to be (1) 5/A7.1 base cabinet 3’-0” wide x 24" deep with (1) upper
cabinet 3/A7.1. The base cabinet shall have a countertop with back splash.

3.7  Sheet Al1.6
3.7.1 The interior elevation mark in Band Room G100 referencing sheet A6.5 is
incorrect. These elevations are not part of the drawings. The finishes shall be per
the finish schedule.
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3.8  Sheet A3.1
3.8.1 E12 =Claridge, Cabinet Lecture Unit, provided and installed by the General
Contractor. Refer to specification Section 10000, item 14.

3.9  Sheet Ad.1l
3.9.1 Elevation 1, the note pre-engineered canopy shall be corrected to be overhang,
refer to wall section E/A5.1.

3.9.2 Elevation 4, the pre-engineered metal canopy shall be clarified in item 1.2 of this
addendum.

3.10 Sheet A5.3
3.10.1 Details 1 and 2 indicate %4” fire resistant plywood, this shall be corrected to be fire
treated wood blocking as required.

3.10.2 Wall section “C” shall be corrected to indicate the vertical surface of the precast
shall be finished with pre-finished metal wall panel similar to what is shown on
10/A2.3, 4/A4.1, A/A5.4 and B/A5.4.

3.10.3 Wall sections “C” and “D”, the wall framing on both sides of the precast wall
shall be clarified to be wall type “B7”.

3.11 Sheet A54
3.11.1 Wall sections “A” and “B”,
a. The furring for the metal panel shall be clarified to be installed
horizontally at 16” o.c. in lieu of vertically.

b. The furring and insulation shall be changed to extend from where it is
shown down to the top of the existing wall. Exterior grade, 5/8” OSB
shall be installed as necessary to properly install the counter flashing.

3.11.2 Wall section “B”
a. The way the precast concrete wall sits on the footing shall be changed to be
similar to 16/S5.1. The shims and grout at the base of the precast wall
panels shall be by the Precast Contractor.

b. The precast wall exposed in Corridor B113 shall be furred out with Wall
Type “B7”.

3.11.3 Wall section “C”
a. The way the precast concrete wall sits on the footing shall be changed to be
similar to 16/S5.1. The shims and grout at the base of the precast wall
panels shall be by the Precast Contractor.
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b. The General Contractor shall laminate a 2” thick x 24” deep strip of rigid,
extruded, insulation, on the precast wall panel. The insulation shall be
installed tight to the bottom of the roof deck. This shall be similar to
Insulation Type “E”, from section 07200.

3.12  Sheet A6.1
3.12.1 Elevation “K” that has a section cut on the cubby as 6/A7.2 and wall shelf/coat
hook as 5/A7.2 both of which are not on the those drawing, these two details
accompany this addendum.

3.12.2 Clarification to elevation on Details C and E:

a.) (4) 36”w x 28”d x 84” ht T.S. units (Detail. 8, A7.1), (1) 36”w X
28”d x 34” ht F.S. unit (Detail. 2, A7.2), (1) 36” w x 24” d x 27" ht
sink base (Detail 1, A7.1), (1) 36” w x 24” d x 27" ht door base
(Detail 4, A7.1), (1) 36”w x 24” d x 27" ht open base (Detail 6,
A7.1)- Provisions for computer station at open base. (1) 36” w X
24” d x 34” ht door base (Detail 4, A7.1), (1) 12w x 24” d x 34" ht
vertical storage (Detail 3, a7.2). Provide filler at wall. Top of
backsplash runs continuously at 38” a.f.f. at countertop.

b.) (5) upper cabinets 36”w x 12”d x 30” ht (Detail 3, A7.1) by
alternate #6, in lieu of uppers shown in base bid on Detail C.

c.) wall finish above plastic laminate backsplash to 7°0” a.f.f. is wall
carpet, color 1. Provide and install Detail P, A6.1 at top of
wallcarpet. Wall carpet installs railroaded to eliminate seams.
Approx. length 17°-0”. The wall carpet will be deleted upon the
acceptance of Alternate 6. Alt 6 to include paint above backsplash
to bottom of upper cabinet by g.c.

3.12.3 Clarification to elevation on Details A, G and L:
a.) Tackable wall is wallcarpet, color 1. Provide and install Detail P,
AG6.1 around perimeter of wallcarpet- picture frame with corners
mitered. Wall carpet installs railroaded to eliminate seams.

b.) Provide and install mini-blinds at window A. Include door with
door clips in room A105.

c.) Refer to Detail 12/a3.1 at window sills.

3.12.4 Clarification to elevation on Details B, F and K:
a.) Tackable wall is wallcarpet, color 1. Provide and install Detail P,
AB6.1 on top and sides of wallcarpet- corners mitered. Wall carpet
installs railroaded to eliminate seams.
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3.12.5 Clarification to elevation on Details J:

a.) (1) 36”w x 28”d x 84” ht T.S. units (Detail. 8, A7.1), (1) 36”"w X
287d x 34” ht F.S. unit (Detail. 2, A7.2), (1) 36” w x 12” d x 30" ht
upper cabinet (Detail 3, A7.1), 36”w Space for refrigerator with ice
maker, 6”w x 26” d x 38” ht half wall (wall type A.8) with plastic
laminate top on top of half wall (Detail6, A7.1), (1) 36” w x 24” d X
27" ht sink base (Detail 1, A7.1), (1) 36” w x 24” d x 27" ht door
base (Detail 4, A7.1), (1) 36”w x 24” d x 27" ht open base (Detail 6,
A7.1)- Provisions for computer station at open base. (2) 36” w X
24” d x 34” ht door base (Detail4, A7.1), (1) 12”w x 24” d x 34” ht
vertical storage (Detail 3, a7.2). Provide filler at wall. Top of
backsplash runs continuously at 38” a.f.f. at countertop.

b.) (5) upper cabinets 36”w x 12d x 30” ht (Detail 3, A7.1)by alternate
#6, in lieu of uppers shown in base bid on Detail C.

c.) Wall finish above plastic laminate backsplash to 7°0” a.f.f. is wall
carpet, color 1. Provide and install Detail P, A6.1 at top and one
side of wallcarpet. Wall carpet installs railroaded to eliminate
seams. Approximate length 17°-0”. The wall carpet will be deleted
upon the acceptance of Alternate 6. Alt 6 to include paint above
backsplash to bottom of upper cabinet by the General Contractor.

3.13 Sheet A6.2
3.13.1 Detail 1,4,10, and 11 Base bid (Room A106):
a.) Wall finish as noted on finish schedule, with the exception to wall base. Wall
base shall be 6 ht rubber in lieu of tile.

b.) Water closet seat ht shall be mounted at child height: 15, water closet
centerline: 15”.

c.) Wall mounted lavatory ht mounted at child ht: 25” a.f.f. to top of bowl.
Provide insulation on all exposed drain and supply lines.

d.) Grab bar height shall be mounted at 25”0.c. above finished floor.
e.) Toilet paper dispenser mounted at 17” above finished floor.

f.) Hewi, Coat hook on door mounted at 48” a.f.f.
g.) Bottom of framed mirror mounts at 31”a.f.f.

h.) Refer to spec section 10800 Toilet accessories for additional items.- mount for
child height accessibility.

i.) Upper cabinet 36”w x 12”d x 36” installed above water closet with lockable
doors. Refer to detail 3/A7.1 Mount top of cabinet at 7°-0” a.f.f.
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3.13.2 Detail 9,12,13, 14, 15, 16, 17, and 18 Base bid (Rooms B104 and C102):
a.) wall finish as noted on finish schedule, with the exception to wall base. Wall
base shall be 6” ht rubber in lieu of tile in room C102 only.

b.) Water closet seat ht shall be mounted within adult height range. Water closet
centerline: 18”.

c.) Wall mounted lavatory ht mounted at adult ht: 34” a.f.f. to top of bowl.
Provide insulation on all exposed drain and supply lines.

d.) Grab bar height shall be mounted at adult height range.

e.) Toilet paper dispenser mounted at 19” above finished floor.
f.) Hewi, Coat hook on door mounted at 60” a.f.f.

g.) Bottom of framed mirror mounts at 39”a.f.f.

h.) Refer to spec section 10800 Toilet accessories for additional items.- mount for
adult height accessibility

i.) Upper cabinet 36”w x 12”d x 36” installed above water closet with lockable
doors. Refer to detail 3/A7.1 Mount top of cabinet at 7°-0” a.f.f.

3.13.3 Corridor A104
a.) Detail 5, Provide and install finishes per schedule in lieu of painted wall.

b.) Detail 6, Provide rubber wall base at existing brick wall and new g.w.b.
Provide and install tile full wall height above base at g.w.b.
Elevation clarification: G.C. shall provide new header to extends
full width of Corridor in lieu of at 6” width opening shown. Header
shall have a stainless steel end wall guard to conceal header, size
accordingly. Reference detail 9, A3.1. Patch brick at removed door
frame jambs with salvaged brick.

c.) Detail 7, Provide and install finishes per schedule in lieu of painted wall.

d.) Detail 8, Provide and install finishes per schedule in lieu of painted wall.
Do not install tile on existing brick wall to remain. Provide and
install rubber base at existing brick wall.

3.14 Sheet A6.5
3.14.1 The stainless steel specified for the wall is only to be installed on the wall beneath
the exhaust hood in rooms B106 and B108.

3.14.2 Detail 4, notes the stainless steel casing for the overhead rolling counter doors
shall be provided and installed by the General Contractor. The reference to being
provided by the Kitchen Equipment Contractor shall be deleted.
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3.15 SheetA7.1
3.15.1 Detail 8: Contractor shall construct unit with 36” ht fixed horizontal shelf in lieu of
contractors option to construct with vertical wall on center.

3.16 Sheet A7.2
3.16.1 Detail 2: Detail is mislabled. Detail should be identified as Flat Storage (F.S.) in
lieu of door base.

3.14  Sheet E1.1: Mechanical Equipment Schedule
3.14.1 Add EF-8, provide connection to a 1/6 hp exhaust fan, use feeder #5, connect to a
20A, 1 pole circuit D1-35 in Panel D1.

3.14.2 Add EWH-2, provide connection to a 4.5 KW water heater, use feeder #9,
connect to a 30A,2 pole circuit DD-2 in Panel DD.

3.14.3 Add EH-2, provide connection to a 3KW electric wall heater, use feeder #5,
connect to a 20A, 2pole circuit D1-31 in Panel D1.

3.14.4 Add EH-3, provide connection to a 3KW electric wall heater, use feeder #5,
connect to a 20A, 2pole circuit D1-27 in Panel D1.

3.14.5 Change EWH-1 from 3KW to 4.5 KW , change feeder breaker to a 30A,2 pole,
change the feeder size to Feeder #9.

3.14.6 Provide connection of RTU-4, provide a 100A, 3 pole circuit breaker in Panel
MM instead of the 40A, 3 pole breaker shown, use feeder #2, provide a NEMA
3R, 100A, 3 pole fusible disconnect at the unit. Fuse at 80A.

3.14.7 Provide connection of RTU-5, provide a 60A, 3 pole circuit breaker in Panel MM
instead of the 40A, 3 pole breaker shown, use feeder #8, provide a NEMA
3R,60A, 3 pole fusible disconnect at the unit. Fuse at 50A.

3.14.8 Provide connection of RTU-6, provide a 60A, 3 pole circuit breaker in Panel MM
instead of the 40A, 3 pole breaker shown, use feeder #8, provide a NEMA 3R
,60A, 3 pole fusible disconnect at the unit. Fuse at 50A.

3.14.9 For equipment locations refer to Mechanical Drawings.

3.15 Sheet E1.1: Mechanical Equipment Feeder Schedule
3.15.1 Add Feeder #8; (3) #6 THHN, (1) #8 ground in 1” conduit.

3.15.2 Add Feeder #9; (2) #10 THHN, (1) #10 ground in 1/2” conduit.

3.15.3 Delete Note 1 designation and description.
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3.16  Sheet E1.4, Panel Schedules
3.16.1 Panel K1; Change circuits 5 and 7 to shunt trip type for equipment under exhaust
hood.

3.16.2 Panel KK; See attached panel schedule.
3.17 Sheet E2.2:
3.17.1 Detail 6, Magnetic Locks are provided by hardware supplier, wiring between

Office Reception and locks by Electrical Contractor.

3.17.2 In Restrooms H106 and H103 move GFI outlet from wall to a location within 3’
of the lavatory.

3.17.3 In the Staff restroom at the Administration area, add a GFI receptacle within 3, of
the lavatory.

3.18 Sheet E3.1:
3.18.1 Area”’C” Plan; Add Fixture XA at each of the exit doors. Add (4) Type E1
fixtures, two on the east wall and two on the west wall, equally space.
3.18.2 Provide three way switches at the East two-gang switch location.

3.18.3 Add Fixture XA at the double doors in the corridor outside Room C104.

3.19 Sheet E3.2:
3.19.1 Area”G” Plan: Add Fixture XA at the doors to Room G100.
